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Music Policy

Aims and Objectives
At Rowlatts Mead Primary Academy, we believe each child can develop and reach their full potential within the music curriculum.

The teaching and learning of music aims to support and uphold the school’s vision that ‘Together We Succeed through Challenge and Enjoyment’, underpinning the school’s values, the 4Rs and the Trust’s 7Cs.
The Music curriculum combines 4 core values. These should ensure that all pupils:

· listen to, understand and evaluate music across a range of historical periods, genres, styles and traditions, including the works of the great composers and musicians

· learn to sing and to use their voices in an ensemble

· create and compose music on their own and with others, through the use of both instruments and technology

· have the opportunity to learn a musical instrument and perform
Planning

· To ensure music is taught progressively, coverage is planned across the year for each year group. This is planned with the Progression of Skills document (see appendix 1)
· Music is to be taught across the curriculum through specific topics over the course of the year.
· A diverse range of teaching styles and resources should be used to maximise the involvement and enjoyment of the children.
· Music lead plans all ‘Lovely Listening’ across the year to ensure high quality planning. 

Monitoring and Assessment
The music leader and the Senior Leadership Team monitor the delivery of high quality music education through lesson observations, evaluations of planning and book scrutinies. All feedback is discussed and recorded.
Assessment is to be informed using the Progression of Skills document which is used to evaluate individual needs and to help with future planning. Assessment by the class teacher will involve observation, discussion, group work and written work. At the end of each academic year, assessment grids are to be completed, where they can be accessed by the Music Lead and all other members of staff.
Whole School Curriculum

The whole school follows our ‘Lovely Listening’ scheme of work, which looks at and evaluates a different historical periods (including specific composers), styles and traditions from anywhere in the last millennium and all over the world. This music is played at the start and end of all assemblies, discussed in singing assemblies and evaluations and discussions are evidenced in class floor books every half term.
Every week, singing assemblies are undertaken in each Key Stage to encourage the children to sing as part of a group and to work alongside individual year group teaching of singing, which is always a big focus through class assemblies.
We hold a singing competition once a year which pits each house against the others across both key stages. This helps to ensure that singing plays a big part in our curriculum and to engender positive competition in our school.
Across the year, there are a range of choir opportunities both within the community and as part of schemes ran by Leicestershire Schools Music Service. 

Equipment and Resources

· All staff are responsible for ensuring that equipment is stored away suitably and safely.

· All staff monitor the manner in which the equipment is being used by pupils and should report any damaged or malfunctioning items to the Music Lead.

· Staff are notified of additions made to the music resources, through staff meetings.

· Pupils are taught to use instruments correctly and safely.
